BIOME PROJECT

DUE: Thursday Sept. 22, 2016


Students are asked to build a three-dimensional model of a biome in a box using everyday materials. Included in the model should be representative models of plants and animals, and it should show the terrain (mountainous, flat, shoreline, etc.). The inside walls of the box should be decorated (painted, collaged with photos, etc.).  
Students are also asked to design a poster to go along with their shoe box model. The poster should include all the information gathered about the biome.

· Map with area of biome colored according to textbook colors( see pg 153) and continents and oceans labeled
· Labeled food web representative of this biome

· Climatogram indicating the annual temperature and precipitation 

· Description of the soil composition of the biome

· Colored pictures of plants and animals of the biome

· Interesting facts about plants or animals of the biome (medicinal plants, unique animals, etc.)

· Environmental problems that might threaten the entire biome or certain plants or animals

The students may choose to work individually or in pairs (2 people) within the same class period. 
Presentations will take place on Thursday and Friday. They will be conducted in a random order, but those not complete will lose 1 grade level per day.  Friday - 89, Tuesday-79, Wednesday-69.
An additional 10 points will be lost if the project is not presented.  THIS PROJECT IS A SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT (the same category as test grades)
There will be peer review of presentation, poster and model, in addition to the teacher evaluation. There will also be peer review of the group participants.
